Meticulously constructed in 1937, 1520 W Division served as the Chicago headquarters of the 
Polish National Alliance for nearly 40 years. In 2015, this Art Deco masterpiece was purchased by 
the highly acclaimed Studio Gang Architects for its own use; their industrious renovations lead to 
the city granting the building landmark status.  While the original exterior handiwork remains, this 

impressive edifice offers creative and airy space with high ceilings and plentiful natural light.

Named the fourth Hippest Hipster 
neighborhood by Forbes, Wicker Park 

hosts a plethora of boutiques, art galler-
ies, theaters, restaurants, bakeries and 

coffeehouses. As a “suburb within the city”, 
it is convenient to public transportation and 

the downtown Chicago area.
